Main Activities

Policy Development: Support to the
government to create enabling environment
for EIPs implementation.

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Eco-Industrial Parks
in Uzbekistan

The Uzbekistan Eco-Industrial Parks (EIP) Pilot
Initiative (2024-2025) is part of the broader
project “Private Sector Development and
Economic Policy Advice in Uzbekistan”, funded by
the German Federal Ministry for Economic
Cooperation and Development (BMZ) and
implemented by the Deutsche Gesellschaft fiir
Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ) GmbH in
Uzbekistan. The initiative is carried out by United
Nations Industrial Development Organisation
with the support from the Ministry of Economy
and Finance and Ministry of Investment, Industry
and Trade of Uzbekistan.

The project focuses on transforming two pilot
industrial zones into Eco-Industrial Parks (EIP):
Free Economic Zone (FEZ) Urgut (in Samarkand)
and Small Industrial Zone (SIZ) Mechanic (in
Fergana), where businesses will adopt green
technologies, reduce waste, and optimize
resource use for long-term sustainability.



What is EIP?

An eco-industrial park can be defined as an
earmarked area for industrial use at a
suitable site that ensures sustainability
through the integration of social, economic
and environmental quality aspects into its
siting, planning, operations, management
and decommissioning.

EIPs help industries save money, attract
investment, and protect the environment.
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Uzbekistan is growing quickly, and EIPs offer
a way to make sure industries develop
sustainably. The EIP Initiative helps
industries become more efficient, reduce
pollution, and create green jobs,
contributing to their competitiveness on the
national and international markets.
